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Highlights

An estimated 4.9 million adults were
under some form of correctional supervi-
sion in 1993. Nearly three-quarters of
these people were on probation or parole.
About 2.6% of the U.S. adult resident
population were under correctional care
or supervision in 1993, up from 1.1%

in 1980.

Jails

Local jails are facilities that hold inmates
beyond arraignment, usually for more
than 48 hours but less than a year.
Local jails are administered by city or
county officials.

Local jails held an estimated 456,000
adults, or about 1 in every 419 adult U.S.
residents, on June 30, 1993. Men made
up 90% of adult jail inmates. White
non-Hispanic inmates accounted for 39%
of the total jail population; black non-
Hispanics, 44%; and Hispanics, 14%.

The total number of adults in jail in-
creased by an estimated 13,700 inmates
during the year ending June 30, 1993, or
3.1%. The overall increase of 273,200
adult inmates between 1980 and 1993
represents an average annual increase
of 7.3%.

Probation

More than 2.8 million adults were on
probation on December 31, 1993.
Probationers made up 58% of all adults
under correctional supervision in 1993.

Approximately 20% of the probationers
were women, a larger proportion than for
any other correctional population. About
64% of adults on probation were white,
and 34%, black. Six in ten persons dis-
charged from probation had successfully
completed their sentences.

The number of adults on probation in the
United States increased by 31,834 (1.1%)
between yearend 1992 and 1993. From

1980 to 1993 the probation population
grew by more than 1.7 million, an aver-
age of 7.4% annually.

Prisons

An estimated 909,000 men and women
were in the custody of State and Federal
prisons at yearend 1993. About 94% of
all prisoners were men; 48% were white,
and 51%, black.

Two-thirds of sentenced prisoners enter-
ing prison in 1993 were new court com-
mitments and more than a quarter were
parole or other conditional release viola-
tors. Among persons released from
prison in 1993, 78% were placed on
probation, parole, or some other type of
conditional release.

The number of prisoners rose by 6.8%
during 1993, the equivalent of nearly
58,000 inmates. This brought the total
increase in prisoners between 1980 and
1993 to 598,588, which translates to an
average growth rate of 8.4% each year.

Parole

An estimated 671,000 adults were on parole
at yearend 1993, an increase of 2.0% from
1992. Nine of every ten parolees were men.
An estimated 49% of persons on parole
were white; 50%, black; and 1%, of other
races.

Three-fourths of entries to parole were
based on a parole board decision. More
than half of all exits from parole were cate-
gorized as successful completions. Most of
the remainder were returned to incarcera-
tion, but only a tenth of parolees were re-
turned to incarceration with a new sentence.

While the parole population increased by
only 2% during the year, the average annual
rate of increase from 1980 to 1993 was
8.9%, more than that of any other correc-
tional population. The number of adults on
parole doubled during the 13-year period
(from 220,438).

Adults in jail, on probation, in prison, or on parole

in the United States, 1980-93
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Capital punishment

During 1993, 282 inmates were received un-
der sentence of death by State and Federal
prisons, and 108 had their death sentences
removed by means other than execution.
State and Federal prisons held a total of
2,716 prisoners under sentence of death on
December 31, 1993.

An estimated 58% of those under sentence
of death at yearend were white and 41%
were black. Half of the inmates had been
under sentence of death for at least 5%
years.

Ten States executed 38 male prisoners dur-
ing 1993. The number of executions was
greater than that in any other single year af-
ter 1976. The total number of prisoners
executed under civil authority in the United
States from 1977 to 1993 was 226.

Details for local jails

Every 5 years the Bureau of Justice Statis-
tics conducts a census of the Nation's jails to
obtain detailed information on local jail in-
mates, staff, facilities, and programs. Previ-
ous censuses were conducted in 1970,
1972, 1978, 1983, and 1988.

Jail incarceration rates increased

On June 30, 1993, the Nation's jails held
459,804 inmates, an increase of 3.4% over
the population on June 30, 1992.

Between 1983 and 1993 the jail inmate
population nearly doubled on a per capita
basis. During this period the number of jail
inmates per 100,000 residents rose from 96
to 178.

In 1993, 8 States had over 200 local jail in-
mates per 100,000 residents: Louisiana
(377), Georgia (328), Texas (307), Tennes-
see (282), Florida (250), Virginia (225), Cali-
fornia (222), and Nevada (215). States with
a jail incarceration rate less than half that of
the Nation were lowa, Maine, and North Da-
kota (57), Minnesota and Montana (81), and
South Dakota (87).

Between 1983 and 1993 the number of
local jail inmates rose the most in the
South and the least in the Midwest.
During this period the inmate population
grew 135% in the South, 102% in the
Northeast, 81% in the West, and 79% in
the Midwest.

Jail incarceration rate among blacks al-
most 6 times that among whites

On June 30, 1993, a majority of local jall
inmates were black or Hispanic. White
non-Hispanics made up 39% of the jail
population; black non-Hispanics, 44%;

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Hispanics, 15%; and other races (Asians,
Pacific Islanders, American Indians, and
Alaska Natives), 1%.

Relative to the number of residents in the
U.S. population, blacks (regardless of
Hispanic origin) were nearly 6 times more
likely than whites to have been held in a
local jail at midyear 1993. An estimated
653 black inmates per 100,000 black resi-
dents were held in local jails, compared
with 113 white inmates per 100,000 white
residents.

A small number of jails held a dispropor-
tionate share of all inmates

About 6% of the jail facilities housed
more than half of all jail inmates on June
30, 1993. Facilities with an average daily
population of 500 or more held 53% of lo-
cal jail inmates. Facilities with fewer than
50 persons comprised 57% of all jails but
housed about 8% of all inmates.

In 1993, 5 States incarcerated slightly
less than half of all local jail inmates:
California (69,298 inmates), Texas
(55,395), Florida (34,183), New York
(29,809), and Georgia (22,663).

The Nation's 25 largest jail jurisdictions
accounted for more than 30% of all in-
mates at midyear 1993. The two jurisdic-
tions with the most inmates, Los Angeles
County and New York City, together held
37,372, or more than 8% of the national
total.

Increasing jail capacity kept pace with
growing population

At midyear 1993 the rated capacity of the
Nation's local jails totaled 475,224.

Rated capacity is the maximum number
of beds or inmates allocated by rating of-
ficials to each jail facility. Between 1983
and 1993 more than 200,000 beds were
added.

As of June 30, 1993, 97% of the total jall
capacity was occupied. Between 1988
and 1993 rated capacity of the Nation's
jails increased by 40%, while the number
of inmates increased by 34%.

Jail staff increased at a faster rate than
inmates

Between 1983 and 1993, the number of
inmates increased at an annual rate of
7.5%, while the number of full-time and

part-time employees grew at an annual rate
of 9.9%.

Local jails employed an estimated 165,500
persons on June 30, 1993. The total staff
grew by more than 100,000 between 1983
and 1993, an increase of 156%.

In 1993 correctional officers comprised
about 7 in every 10 employees. Relative to
the number of correctional officers, jails held
3.9 inmates per officer in 1993, down from
5.0in 1983.

Annual jail expenditures exceeded $9.6
billion

Local jails throughout the United States
spent a total of slightly more than $9.6 billion
during the year ending June 30, 1993. This
estimated total (not adjusted for inflation)
was more than triple the $2.7 billion spent in
1983.

Excluding capital outlays in 1993, the aver-
age cost to keep one inmate incarcerated for
a year was $14,667. Over 10 years the cost
per inmate had risen 57% from $9,360. Ad-
justed for inflation to 1983 dollars the annual
cost had decreased by 11%.

BJS makes every effort to report numbers that are
consistent in interpretation with those of the past
and between separate jurisdictions in the present.
Data collection rules and reporting protocols that fit
historical statistics and that impose the least burden
on respondents are used.

Some jurisdictions depart from the reporting
conventions, and some categories for counting
have shifted over the year. Users who try to draw
conclusions from such numbers by comparing
years or jurisdictions must take into account special
circumstances and changes. Footnotes, table
notes, explanatory notes, and other material
highlighting the tables  must be consulted for a
full understanding of the data.

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History of U.S. corrections statistics

In 1850 the Federal Government, in
cooperation with the States as a part of the
Seventh Decennial Census, initiated a count
of prisoners in 32 States and in the
territories of Minnesota, New Mexico,
Oregon, and Utah. Between 1850 and
1870, U.S. marshals administered the
census of prisoners as part of a special
schedule of social statistics. The 1880
report indicated there were 61 prisoners in
State institutions per 100,000 residents. By
1890 Nevada had the highest per capital
rate among the States, 203, and Wyoming
had the lowest, 16. In that same year New
York had 136 prisoners per 100,000
residents, and California had 169.

In 1920 the introduction of the indeter-
minate sentence was described in prisoner
statistics; 21% of State prisoners on January
1 had received such sentences. The 1923
report said that more than a half of the
prison admissions that year were under
indeterminate sentences and observed that
such sentences resulted in wide ranges
between minimum and maximum sentences
and disparities in setting release dates. In
1926 the Bureau of the Census began the
annual collection of prisoner statistics, and
the report for that year described the goal of
the effort as the collection of data to "show
the application of penal policies for various
classes of offenders and in different parts of
the country." That first annual report in 1926
provided information by jurisdiction on
admissions, releases, sentences and time
served, inmates under sentence of death,
recidivism, and crowding O issues of major
concern today.

During the past 64 years the partnership
between the Federal Government and

the States and localities in collecting
corrections data has grown and prospered.

In 1950 the program was transferred
from the Bureau of the Census to the
Bureau of Prisons (BOP) in the
Department of Justice and in 1971 to the
agency predecessor of the Bureau of
Justice Statistics (BJS), the National
Criminal Justice Information and
Statistics Service of the Law Enforcement
Assistance Administration (LEAA). LEAA
added the statistical series on local jails
(1970), probation (1979), and parole
(1976).

All the major reporting series and projects
of the corrections unit, Bureau of Justice
Statistics, are outlined under "Data
sources" below. The Bureau of the
Census serves as the data collections
agency for most of these series. When
Congress created the Bureau of the
Census in the late 19th century, it
charged the agency with the
responsibility to account for prisoners.
That involvement has continued
intermittently and in various forms until
the present, as shown in the following
chronology that sketches the evolution of
the statistical reports grouped in this
volume.

1904. Prisoners and Juvenile
Delinquents, 1904 reported movements
rather than individuals. Prison officials
served as enumerators.

1924. Prisoners, 1923 presented adults
separate from juveniles.

1926. Prisoners in State and Federal
Prisons and Reformatories began as an
annual report that continued until 1946.
The report included a special section on
prisoners under sentence of death. From
1946 to 1970 the Bureau of Prisons
published the annual figures. The LEAA
followed for 9 years until BJS was
created in 1980. (The Bureau of Census
has acted as collecting agent since
1972))

1947. The Bureau of Prisons began the
separate annual reports on prisoners
under sentence of death. LEAA and then
BJS continued the reports until 1984.
BJS will continue to publish annual
bulletins about the death penalty and
persons sentenced to death; the more
detailed statistics appear in the
corrections volume.

1965. The National Council on Crime and
Delinquency (NCCD), a nongovernmental
organization, started the Uniform Parole
Reports project under Federal contract.

1970. LEAA conducted its first 1-day
count of jails.

1974. LEAA, with the Bureau of the
Census, surveyed a national random
sample of inmates in State prisons. The
survey, repeated in 1979, 1986, and
1991, collected information on personal
background and criminal history and
inquired about drug and alcohol usage.

1976. The NCCD and LEAA annual
reports covered parole data beginning in
1976.

1978. The Bureau of the Census counted
prisoners in U.S. jails; Census repeated
the complete enumeration in 1983, 1988,
and 1993.

1979. The first annual report on parole
and probation appeared, published by
BJS.

1982. The Bureau of the Census
completed the first annual jail sample
survey for BJS. Bulletins containing data
from the sample survey are supple-
mented by the corrections volume.



Definitions of common terms used in
tables

Custody. To have custody of a prisoner,
a State must hold that person in one of its
facilities. Early statistical reports gave
custody counts that largely have been
replaced by jurisdiction counts of State
prison populations. A State may have
custody of a prisoner over whom another
State maintains jurisdiction. The tables
present both kinds of counting proce-
dures, with jurisdiction counts being more
complete; States that report only on
custody are noted.

Detention status. This term distinguish-
es between prisoners, usually in jail, who
were convicted or who were awaiting
judgment.

Discretionary parole. A release from
prison to supervision is discretionary
when it is decided by a board or other
authority.

Good time. When correctional authorities
deduct time from a prison or jail
sentence, often to reward or to
encourage good behavior, they give good
time. When the good time is tied to a
specific action, such as working in a
prison industry or performing a
meritorious deed, it is called "earned."

Hispanic origin. A person of Hispanic
origin may be of any race; however, a
few States treat the ethnic category as a
racial one. Reporting officials usually rely
on self-definition, but some States
classify according to surname.

Jurisdiction.  Jurisdiction refers to a unit
of government or to the legal authority to
exercise governmental power. According
to the latter meaning, the prisoners under
a State's jurisdiction may be in the
custody of local jails. (See "Custody.")

Mandatory parole. Mandatory parole re-
sults from statutory or correctional guide-
lines, and no judgment by a panel or
board is required for release of a prisoner
to supervision outside prison.

Maximum sentence length. Some
jurisdictions sentence offenders to a
range of years; the larger number in that
range is the most that a prisoner may
serve on a sentence. Often, good time is
subtracted from the maximum sentence.
When the tables report on prisoners with
sentences longer or shorter than a year,
the maximum sentence is used where
applicable.

Movement. In corrections, a movement
is an admission to or a release from a
status L] prisoner, parolee, or proba-
tioner. Unless specifically noted, a
transfer between facilities does not
count as a movement.

One-day count. For a 1-day count a
jurisdiction or facility is asked to report
how many people were on its roll on a
certain day. The average daily
population is a year's total number of
people on the roll each day, divided by
the number of days. The methods of
counting in aggregate do not yield
estimates of either the number of
persons in a status during the year or the
average amount of time persons remain
in a status.

Race. Classification by race often
depends on the reporting program and
the State. A few States reported two
categories: white and nonwhite. A few
others categorized Hispanic offenders as
belonging to "Other race." The number
of persons with certain racial back-
grounds were sometimes estimated.

Reporting time. The prison and capital
punishment figures are from December 31,
1993, unless otherwise noted. The Bureau
of the Census took a complete census of
jails on June 30, 1993.

Revisions. Many States revise the yearend
number reported for the previous yeatr.
Those revisions are made in the total, not
the detail. For example, the number of
blacks, whites, and members of other races
for 1992 were not changed by a State in
1993 to equal its revised 1992 total.

Youthful offender status.  State legislatures
create the youthful offender status through
statutes that provide for special sentencing,
commitment, or record sealing procedures
for young adult offenders adjudicated in a
criminal court, as opposed to a juvenile
court. The offenders may be above the
statutory age limit for juveniles but below a
specified upper age limit.

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Explanatory notes

The offense distributions of State prison-
ers at yearend are estimated for 1980-93.
Inmate surveys, conducted in November
1979, March 1986, and August 1991, pro-
vide estimates for the custody populations
at yearend 1979, 1985, and 1991. When
combined with counts by offense of an-
nual admissions and releases, these sur-
veys provide the basis for estimating the
offense distributions of the other years.

The offense distributions were estimated
using the following forward and backward
stock-flow procedures:

1. To obtain a base population for each
survey year, survey estimates were ap-
plied to counts of the total sentenced juris-
dictional populations for the survey year.
The 1979 survey provided estimates for
yearend 1979; the 1986 survey for year-
end 1985; and the 1991 survey for year-
end 1991.

2. To obtain flow populations for each
year, the offense distributions of admis-
sions and releases (in percents) were
drawn from annual reports of the National
Prisoner Statistics (1980-82) program and
the National Corrections Reporting Pro-
gram (1983-92). These percents were
then multiplied by the total number of ad-
missions and releases of sentenced pris-
oners to obtain an estimate of the number
of admissions and releases by type of of-
fense for each year.

3. Forward estimates of the number of in-
mates at yearend in nonsurvey years
were estimated iteratively by adding ad-
missions and subtracting releases from
the base populations. The estimated end
of year distribution was then used as the
base population for the next year. The
process was then repeated until the sub-
sequent survey year was reached.

Data from the 1979 survey were used for
forward estimates for 1980-84; data from
the 1986 survey, for 1986-90; and data
from the 1991 survey, for 1992-93.

4. Backward estimates were obtained it-
eratively by adding releases and sub-
tracting admissions from the yearend
base population. The estimated distribu-
tion was then used as the base popula-
tion for the preceding year. This process
was repeated until the previous survey
year was reached. Data from the 1991
survey were used to estimate data for
1990 back to 1986; data from the 1986
survey were used to estimate data for
1984 back to 1980.

5. Final estimates were obtained by cal-
culating a weighted sum of the forward
and backward estimates. The forward
and backward estimates were weighted
inversely to the elapsed number of years
(up to 6 years) from the base population
and then summed. Forward weights
were reduced by one-sixth for each year
after the base survey year, and backward
weights were reduced by one-sixth for
each year preceding the base survey
year. For example, in calculating the final
estimates for 1980, the forward estimates
based on the 1979 survey received a
weight of .83 (or 1 minus a sixth), and the
backward estimates based on the 1986
survey received a weight of .17 (or 1.0
minus five-sixths). The final estimates
were then converted to proportions.

6. Because the 1979, 1986, and 1991
survey estimates were based on custody
counts, the final estimates (which were
based on the sentenced jurisdictional
counts) were then converted to custody
counts. To estimate the number of in-
mates by offense, the total number of in-
mates in physical custody was multiplied
by the proportion of inmates in each of-
fense category.
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Technical notes

To estimate the total correctional populations
in tables 1.1-1.5, the four correctional
populations are assumed to contain
individuals with only one status at

a time. This assumption may not be valid.
Multiple correctional statuses may occur
because O

® probation and parole agencies are not
always notified of new arrests, jail entries,
or prison admissions;

® absconders on agency caseloads in one
jurisdiction may actually be incarcerated in
another jurisdiction;

® individuals may be admitted to jail or
prison before the completion of formal
revocation hearings by a probation or

parole agency.

By adding the number of persons on
probation, on parole, in jail, and in prison, we
may count some persons more than once;
consequently, the sum will be an
overestimate of the total number of persons
under correctional supervision at any one
time. The magnitude of the overestimation is
not known; however, data collected in
previous BJS surveys of prison and jail
inmates indicate that the number of inmates
doublecounted may be small relative to the
total population under correctional
supervision. Results from the 1989 Survey of
Inmates of Local Jails indicated that 28% of
the jail inmates were on probation and 10%
were on parole at the time of their admission
to jail. Results from the 1991 Survey of
Inmates in State Correctional Facilities also
indicated that 23% of the State prisoners
were on probation and 22% were on parole at
the time of their admission to prison.

If the survey results are applied to the
total jail and prison populations in 1993,
and if all of these inmates are assumed
to have been doublecounted, then the
total number of doublecounted inmates
would be 546,000, or about 11.2% of the
estimated correctional population. This is
an extreme assumption.

Somewhat lower estimates are generated
if it is assumed that the survey figures
should be applied only to those jail
inmates who are unconvicted and to
prisoners who are technical violators of
parole or probation supervision. Under
this assumption, the doublecount would
be an estimated 170,000 inmates, or
3.5% of the total correctional population.

Doublecounting may also include an
unknown, but relatively small, number of
persons on both probation and parole.

1992 Annual Survey of Jails

The 1992 survey was the ninth annual
collection sponsored by the Bureau of
Justice Statistics. Complete enumerations
of the Nation's jails are conducted every 5
years. Annual surveys O which collect
data on all jails in jurisdictions with 100 or
more jail inmates and on a sample of all
other jails O are carried out in the 4 years
between the full censuses. The reference
date for the 1992 survey was June 30,
1993. Full censuses were done on
February 15, 1978; June 30, 1983; and
June 30, 1988.

A local jail, as defined in the 1992 survey,
is a facility that holds inmates beyond ar-
raignment, usually for more than 48 hours,
and is administered by local officials. Spe-
cifically excluded from the count were tem-
porary lockups that house persons for less
than 48 hours, physically separate drunk
tanks, and other holding facilities that did
not hold persons after they had been for-
mally charged, Federal- or State-
administered facilities, and the combined
jail-prison systems of Alaska, Connecticut,
Delaware, Hawaii, Rhode Island, and Ver-
mont. Included in the universe were five
locally operated jails in Alaska and eight
jails that were privately operated under
contract for local governments.

The 1992 survey included 1,113 jails in
795 jurisdictions 0 counties, munici-
palities, or townships that administer 1 or
more jails. A jurisdiction with an average
daily inmate population of 100 or more in
the 1988 census automatically entered the
survey. Such units of government,
referred to as certainty jurisdictions,
accounted for 814 jails and 362,217
inmates, or 81% of the total estimated
inmate population.

The other jurisdictions in the survey
belonged to a stratified random sample of
jurisdictions with an average daily inmate
population of less than 100 in the 1988
census.

Data were obtained through mailed
questionnaires. Two follow-up mailings
and phone calls elicited a response from
99% of all jails. For the four jails in
certainty jurisdictions and the one jail
outside a certainty jurisdiction not
responding to the survey, data were
adjusted by applying the average growth
factor for facilities in the same stratum and
region and with the same type of inmates
(men, women, or both sexes).
